How do I know if my child school going child needs OT?    

As your child enters a new school grade some previously overlooked problems may become apparent. Look out for the following that may indicate a need for Occupational therapy assessment and treatment:

· Poor, slouching posture when sitting at a desk, during meal-times at the table, or while playing.

· Difficulty holding and coordinating a pencil for writing and drawing. Untidy writing and difficulty forming letters and/or numbers correctly, for example, writing them reversed.
· Poor ability to space and organize literacy and maths work neatly.
· Poor gross motor coordination with tasks like hopping, ball skills, star jumps etc.
· Excessive “clumsiness” and being “accident prone”.
Discuss your concerns with your child’s teacher first. Contact a paediatric OT for advice as to whether an in-depth assessment of the problems is necessary.
